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Frimley Green Pre-School                 No Smoking/Vaping Policy, Alcohol Policy, Drugs Policy
No Smoking/Vaping Policy

· The pre-school is a no smoking/Vaping area.
· If any person is found smoking/Vaping at the setting, they will be asked to leave immediately by the Supervisor/Deputy who will politely outline the No Smoking/Vaping Policy.
· The rule applies equally to staff, parents/ carers, volunteers, students, children, and visitors.
Alcohol Policy

· If a member of staff, student or volunteer arrives at the setting clearly under the influence of alcohol, they will be asked to leave immediately by the Supervisor, Deputy or Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL) and disciplinary procedures will follow.

· If a member of staff has good reason to believe that a parent /carer is under the influence of alcohol when they drop off or collect their child, they have a duty to inform the Supervisor and the Designated Safeguarding Lead. The Safeguarding Incapacitated Parent/Carer policy will be followed.
· Initially, the parent/carer will be asked permission for staff to ring the emergency contact for the child. The parent /carer will be requested not to drive the child home.

· Where an illegal act is suspected to have taken place, i.e., driving whilst under the influence of alcohol, the police will be notified.
Drugs Policy

· If a staff member, student, volunteer, or child is found to be under the influence of illegal drugs upon arrival at the setting, they will be asked to leave by the supervisor, and disciplinary procedures will be initiated.
· If a member of staff has good reason to believe that a parent /carer is under the influence of illegal drugs when they drop off or collect their child, they have a duty to inform the Supervisor and the Designated Safeguarding Lead. The Safeguarding Incapacitated Parent/Carer policy will be followed.
· Initially, the parent/carer will be asked for permission for staff to ring the emergency contact for the child. The parent /carer will be requested not to drive the child home.

· Where an illegal act is suspected to have taken place, i.e., driving whilst under the influence of illegal drugs, the police will be notified.
